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Day 15: Explore Hawaii Volcanoes National Park

'l‘oday, embark on a fu]l—day adventure through Hawai’i Volcanoes National Park, home
to the world-famous active volcanoes Kilauea and Mauna Loa. Your guided tour begins in
downtown Hilo, passing the iconic Banyan Drive before heading into the park.
Experience the dramatic landscapes of steam vents, lava fields, and massive craters
formed over centuries of volcanic activity. Explore the Nahuku Thurston Lava Tube, a
subterranean cave carved by ﬂowing lava, and visit scenic viewpoints a]ong Crater Rim
Drive. Continue to Akaka Falls State Park, where a short rainforest trail leads to the 135-
metre waterfall cascading into a deep gorge.
